Peer-review policy

All scientific submissions (research and review articles) are subject to peer-review. Other types of publications (interviews, journalistic and advertising articles) are not peer-reviewed.

Chemical Industry Developments uses single blind review. This means that the author is known to peer-reviewer, but doesn’t know the peer-reviewer’s identity. 
Depending on the research topic, the Editor-in Chief assigns the submission to a Member of the Editorial Board, which is responsible for the corresponding scientific direction. The Member of the Editorial Board sends the submission to a peer-reviewer.
Candidate reviewers who believe themselves to be insufficiently competent in the research topic, are unable provide the review report by the scheduled date, or whose involvement suggests a conflict of interest, are expected to decline an invitation for peer-review.

Referring to the Ethical guidelines and the Editor’s recommendations, peer-reviewers should send a review report within 30 days including their comments on the manuscript and recommendation as follows:

The Member of the Editorial Board, who is responsible for the corresponding scientific area, considers the reviewer conclusions and makes his or her recommendation based on the peer-reviewer comments and his or her own evaluation:

The Editor-in-Chief takes a preliminary decision on the manuscript's acceptance or rejection based on the reports of the reviewer and the Member of the Editorial Board. The Editorial Team sends a reasoned response to the authors, which includes the comments of all reviewers and the editorial decision:

In cases where a manuscript is accepted with revision, the author is expected to submit the revised version and the detailed response to the reviewers’ comments within a month. 
The Editor-in-Chief makes the final decision on the acceptance or rejection of the manuscript based on all reviewers’ reports and the recommendations of the Member of the Editorial Board. The author is informed of the final editorial decision.
